Different Skies 2008 Space Music Festival

Different Skies is back again for its 6th year September 14-20, 2008, with musical artists
old and new, a new palette of ideas, and a lot of energy and drive to create beauty for
you.

Different Skies is an electronic space music festival, a workshop for artists in these and
related experimental music genres, a working vacation, an intensive and rewarding
creative environment, and many more things. It is held at Arcosanti, Paolo Soleri's urban
laboratory an hour north of Phoenix, Arizona. Recording Magazine editor Mike Metlay
began Different Skies in 2003 with the assistance of Tucson musician and radio show host
Doug Wellington, as an opportunity that rarely presents itself in the rarefied world of
space music: a chance for members of the electronic music community to get together for
an extended period of time in a controlled and isolated environment, to network and learn
from one another, form new professional alliances and new friendships, and to create and
perform an evening of entirely original new music for an enthusiastic audience.

Electronic music, which features the synthesizer and computer as prominently as it does
traditional amplified and acoustic instruments, is traditionally viewed as a lonely art form,
created by musicians working alone in small studios. Opportunities to build community
among these musicians are rare.

The first step was to find a place which was inspiring and welcoming to visiting musicians,
where rehearsals could be both relaxed and energetic, with a fixed goal in mind while
allowing for flexibility of scheduling on a day to day basis. Arcosanti, with its wonderful
admixture of futuristic architecture and art-colony sensibility, seemed a perfect choice.

City/Nashville), Mike Metlay (Boulder), Otso Pakarinen (Helsinki), Bill Fox (Nazareth), Jim

(San Francisco), Nick Rothwell (London), Greg and Hong Waltzer (Pennsylvania), and Jeff
Kunzelman (Phoenix). First time Different Skies performers include Kevin Haller and
Klimchak (Atlanta), Jeannie Allen aka Earthgirl (Indianapolis), Jonathan Mills
(Bloomington), and Michael Sanders (Portland).

Richard Lainhart, Buchla 200e, Haken Continuum

Workshop and concert in Atlanta in November

Richard Lainhart is an award-winning composer, author, and filmmaker. He studied
composition and electronic music with Joel Chadabe at the State University of New York at
Albany, and has worked and performed with John Cage, David Tudor, Steve Reich, Phill
Niblock, David Berhman, and Jordan Rudess, among many others. His compositions have
been performed in the US, England, Sweden, Australia, and Japan. He's also played vibes
in a swing band; composed music for film, television, CD-ROMs, interactive applications,
and the Web; released recordings of his own music on the Periodic Music, Vacant Lot, and
XI Records labels; engineered audio for recordings and live sound; and served as technical
director at Intelligent Music, a pioneering music software company. He has performed in
public approximately 2000 times.

Richard is recently charting new territory with some very rare and expressive instruments,
namely the Buchla 200e analog synthesizer and Haken Continuum Fingerboard controller.
Operating in a 4-channel or quad audio space, the Buchla and Continuum allow Richard to
envelop his audience in a morphing soundspace of incredible sonics.

Richard's latest CD The Beautiful Blue Sky captures hints of what we'll hear at the
concert:

"The Beautiful Blue Sky is a collection of new electronic landscapes for the Buchla 200e
analog modular synthesizer and the Haken Audio Continuum Fingerboard controller. These
extraordinary instruments form the centerpiece of the unique quadraphonic electronic
music performance system I designed and played to create this music. The performances
were culled from daily recording sessions conducted during the second half of 2007,
starting from when I first began to explore this wonderful new instrument. All the pieces
were performed and recorded in real time without edits or overdubs, then mixed down to
stereo for this release."

Richard will be the featured performer at the City Skies Electronic Music Event in
November, and will also be holding an exclusive workshop on Multi-Dimensional Control
for Realtime Analog Synthesis Performance using the Buchla and Continuum system.
